Peace Time Defenses
Under the NATO agreements be-

trveen rvestern nations several mil-
itary air bases have been establish-
orl in Denmark; onc of these, and
a most important one, is locg"ted
near Thule in Greenland and sev-
eral more have bcen erected ln Jut-
land and on Sealand. These bases
u,erc to be manned by American
folces but rather suddenly the Dan-
ish government finds that the ar-
langcmcnt will be lncombatlble
with thc D.anish constitutlon. One
oI thc problcms has arisen over
thc jutllclary rules that are to gov-
ern the personnel of these bases
inasmuch as the American defense
a.uthorities $'ish American Iaws to
prevail within the bounclaries of
the bases where there may oasily
be 5000 foreing soldiers and me-
chanics employetl. It ls a Danish
constitutional opinion that Danish
law procedure should prevail.
